How We Teach It

Help your students take the next step in 
formulating a biblical worldview. By studying Bible 
doctrines, students learn what the Bible says about 
all matters of life. In knowing what the Bible says, 
students also learn what they should believe. Their 
beliefs affect not only how they live in the world 
but also how they interact with their culture. With a 
strong foundation for a biblical worldview, students 
can go into the world confident in what they 
believe and why, so they can face unflinching all 
the snares of the Devil.

Evaluate Beliefs and Dilemmas
Using prior knowledge and collaboration with their 
peers, students will analyze and evaluate biblical data 
to come up with answers to pressing questions.

Formulate Doctrinal Positions
Students will read, study, and memorize Scripture to 
formulate their positions in all the major doctrinal 
categories: the Bible, God the Father, the Son, the 
Spirit, man, sin, angels, salvation, the people of God, 
and last things.

Defend a Biblical Worldview
As they gain confidence in their beliefs and values, 
students will learn to confront the false or extra-
biblical claims of other worldviews that they will 
encounter throughout their lives.

Apply Doctrines to Their Walk with God
Every step of the way, students will be encouraged 
to connect doctrinal conclusions to Christian living. 
Students will consistently be asked to apply what 
they’re learning to their lives and to engage their 
affections in what they’re learning through activities 
like prayer journaling.

ave you ever struggled to learn how to do something? Perhaps the task was 

complex and required you to complete several steps in a particular order. You 

may have felt as though you were trying to solve one of those mind-bending 

puzzles. The puzzle initially seemed difficult, but once someone showed you how  

to solve it, the solution was actually easy and straightforward.

Right now, studying doctrine might seem like a mind-bending puzzle. Where do 

you even begin? And how do you know that you’re taking the right steps in the right 

order to come to the right answer? You need somebody to show you how to do it.

This chapter will give you a model to follow. It will map out the big picture so you 

can see where studying doctrine fits into the larger process of studying the Bible. 

Throughout the year you’ll be coached through the process. But none of these steps 

can replace a humble, teachable heart that thirsts to know God.

The Bible doesn’t mean whatever a reader wants it to mean—there is a process for 

correctly interpreting the Bible. While having the correct model doesn’t guarantee 

the right answer every time, it will certainly point you in the right direction. Cer-

tainly you must identify the correct data, take it all into account, and make the right 

logical connections. But if you don’t have the right model, or process, to guide you, 

you’ll likely come to the wrong conclusions.

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CREATIONThis part of the storyline helps you to understand the 

reality of the world as God created it.

REDEMPTIONThis part of the storyline helps you to understand the 

reality of the world in light of God’s unfolding plan 

to restore the world. God instructs and empowers His 

own people on how to live now. And God provides 

an ultimate solution to the Fall in the future. This part 

of the storyline will help you to correctly answer basic 

questions like•  What is the ultimate remedy to this world’s problems and to my own problems?•  How do I obtain  sal vation? 

•  How is it possible  to over come the  hindrance to my ulti-mate fulfillment and satisfaction?•  How do I live all of life faithfully in the light of redemption?
